Web-Centric Project

This project illustrates an n-tier architecture with little or no business-logic.





This application must support the following:

· Present a default welcome page to the user to greet them when they enter the site

· Present user with page to enter preferences

· Specify table-based vs. bulleted list for book display

· Allow user to create new books and store in database

· Allow user to display all books in the database

· FORM-based authentication shall be used to authenticate users before they can display or create books

· Display list of books using XSLT in a format chosen by the user (This means result of database query must be translated to XML by your application code)
Implementation Requirements:

· Application must be packaged as a Web Application (WAR file)

· Store user preferences in web container session object (HttpSession)

· Provide jsp error page

· Develop java bean for XSLT transformations. Stylesheet selected is based upon user’s preference for table or bulleted list display

· Use a Java Bean for all database interaction – Java code in jsp pages is strongly discouraged

· Use the database name ‘jdbc/mydb’ in the web application and map to deployed database 

· [Extra] Use XML configured Java Bean for database persistence

· [Extra] Use custom tag for debugging around sections of jsp code. Let user turn debug on/off on the preferences screen
Turn in printed code listings and screen snapshots from testing that you have performed. Source code that is not well commented with Java Doc will be marked-down. APL sections must also turn in a soft copy of the WAR or EAR file via email.
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
