This project illustrates an n-tier architecture with significant (contrived) business logic.










This application must support the following:

· Allow a user to add any number of books to the library

· Allow user to retrieve a book by title and author

· Allow user to retrieve a list of all books in library
Implementation Requirements:

· Develop web application for user interface

· Default welcome page, jsp error page

· Preferences for displaying book list (stored in HTTPSession)

· FORM-based authentication

· Pages to add books to library, list books

· Use XSLT to render book list according to user preference
· EJB Components

· Book – CMP Entity Bean. Title, Author, Description. Title+Author=Primary Key (no uid)

· CardCatalog – Stateless Session Bean. Adds/Retrieves books

· Cart – Stateful Session Bean. Stores books prior to database addition. Generates JMS message when more than 3 books are added. This number should be configurable. Calls CardCatalog to do actual database insertion
· JMS Component

· BookMonitor. Receive JMS message when ‘Big Book Addition’ event occurs
